The following criteria must be met
by students applying for this scholarship:

1. The applicant must be a legal resident of the State of Georgia or nominated by Atlanta
Chapter Dame.

2. The applicant must be enrolled in, or accepted to a full time culinary arts, beverage, or
hospitality program for professional development.

3. The applicant must submit this completed application along with the required essay.

4. The applicant must demonstrate at least one year’s experience in the foodservice industry
by submitting a biography or résumé documenting such experience.

5. If currently enrolled in an educational institution, the applicant must submit a copy of
their transcripts with this application.

6. In addition to foodservice experience and academic excellence, the financial need of each
applicant will be considered.

Completed applications must be returned to the Scholarship
Coordinator no later than May 1 for consideration in that calendar year. Successful scholarship
recipients will be notified no later than July 15 and funds will be sent directly to the named
educational institution no later than September 1.
